STOCKTON, Calif. — San Joaquin County is beginning the process to redraw the boundaries of the County’s
five supervisorial districts. Redistricting takes place every 10 years after the Federal Census, when district
boundaries for Federal, State, and local elected offices are redrawn to reflect new population data and
shifting populations. Residents of the County are invited to attend any of the three scheduled Redistricting
Advisory Committee (RAC) outreach workshops either in-person or virtually. For more details on
workshops visit https://wedrawthelines.sigov.org.

During and after each workshop, the public is invited to provide comments either in-person or by email.
These are among a number of public meetings to provide redistricting information and receive input from
the public. Videos of each RAC workshop/hearing will be available online for the public to view at their
convenience.
